The two
outlets supply conditioned power
directly from the utility source.

The master on/off switch
is easily accessible, but recessed
to prevent an accidental turn-off.

The Professional SurgeStation
has the same features as the
Network SurgeStation, but the
Network version features an even
stricter IEEE Let-Through rating of
<40V, and the Professional
features a rating of <85V. The
IEEE tests simulate severe surge

events common to home and
office environments.

The Network SurgeStation
has additional features including
built-in 100BASE-TX, 10BASE-T,
and Token Ring protection to
prevent surges from damaging
connected LAN equipment. It also
has cord-management straps that
allow power cords to be neatly
bundled, and put out of the way.
